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GLOBALIZE NOW!
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How centralized global oligarchies will change the world order of the

new world of tomorrow... for better or for worse, remains to be seen.  Most people just want to have a job that can provide adequate income to meet their modest needs, to provide reasonable shelter, food, clothing, and a healthy environment for their families.  However, the consolidation of economic power and assets among the elites has been greatly advanced by new technologies that allow them to gain the competitive edge, to position their multi-national corporations to manipulate supplies, labor and prices.  The creativity of most individuals are being exploited in almost all fields of human endeavor, for the financial benefit of CEOs, overlords and the elites.


Over the past ten years, the passage of historical international trade agreements have greatly increased redistribution of resources around the world.  What have been the economic, political, and social effects of GATT, WTO and NAFTA, not to mention the next round of trade deals?  Juxtaposed against supposed free trade treaties are the hidden hands of the IMF and World Bank, who often work in mysterious ways to enhance the control and economic power of the certain global elites.

1.   
Where does the world stand now?



There exist a general malaise among global governments to



monitor and regulate the elites, monopolies, and oligarchies



who are pushing to consolidate their control and wealth.  Most



government leaders and bureaucrats are generally lax in the 



enforcement of rules and laws that might limit centralization of



wealth to elites, because the wealthy class can be formidable 



political allies or foes.  Multi-national corporations (MNCs) are



increasingly playing the "shell game" by moving manufacturing



transnationally to benefit from cheap human capital.  Certain



MNCs have essentially centralized global trade in various 



fields, and are building monopolies and oligarchies as they



carve up the global pie, without regards to national interests



or boundaries.   Their goal is to control the price and supply



of resources, production, distribution and markets on a global 



level to be able to dictate consumer prices from the cradle to



the grave.  Consequently, with centralized global oligarchies in



control of supplies, they will be able to manipulate demand



and prices to create artificial market conditions that do not



conform to normal free market forces.


2.   
Who and what groups are behind it?



The corporate and government elites are essentially in bed



with each other.  Wealthy corporate executives make regular



political contributions to political campaign war chests of those



whose agenda is to do the bidding of the economic elites.



After government officials have performed favors for the elites,



they are assured lucrative retirement situations after leaving



public service.  Rumors abound regarding secret societies who



enjoy access to top political and corporate leaders anywhere. 


3.   
Who stands to gain and who will lose?



Centralize globalization will certainly benefit the globalizers,



who are the corporate executives and government officials 



who benefit from controlling global prices.  As usual, losers will



be a mixed bag, depending on the geographical region, field,



industry, and market demographics.  While the employed will



initially benefit from a broader range of products, increased 



availability, greater choices, and lower prices (due to cheap



labor used in production), certain segments will lose jobs to



cheaper labor markets, resulting in decreasing ability to buy



products.  As centralization of global trade and production is



achieved by MNCs and oligarchies, supplies will be controlled 



and manipulated to drive down supplies, increase demand 



and profits to the greediest economic elites.  As usual, the



agents who represent MNCs and oligarchies, who broker all



the major deals ranging from food to petroleum to weapons



stand to consolidate their influence, wealth, and stature.


4.   
Evolving structural changes and pre-conditions.



Globalization requires the cooperation of world governments,



who see short-ranged economic benefits to be derived from 



employment, investments, and personal financial benefits.



As their domestic economies become more productive, and the



living standards of their people rise, governments see greater



political stability and longevity.  However, many do not realize



that they are consenting to a roller coaster ride that is likely to



come crashing off track.  For example, NAFTA had initially been



highly beneficial to Mexico, a major U.S. trade partner.  Many



MNCs relocated entire segments of assembly, manufacturing,



and production to Mexico, until they discovered cheaper labor 



and deals in China and India.  Consequently, natural inflation



that was caused by higher wages and purchasing power also



caused prices to rise during times of high employment.  The



long-term problem arose when jobs vanished to overseas, 



and along with them the jobs that produced national and 



regional income; however, the higher prices remained beyond



the means of the unemployed and underemployed, while prior



to globalization, local economies were generally self-sufficient.


5.   
Is globalization good for humanity?



Certain aspects of free global trade are useful in equalizing 



the distribution of resources, which benefit all economic 



classes.  The transnational cooperation between the business



and government sectors translates to greater communication,



diplomacy, understanding, and tolerance of differences.  The



exposure of entire societies and peoples to foreign products,



cultures, and ideas creates greater tolerance and acceptance



of diversity, which becomes a foundation for global peace. 



That's the upside.  On the downside is the tendency of MNCs,



oligarchies, elitist corporate executives and the world's wealth



to become defocused from humanitarian and environmental



concerns and issues.  Their profit strategies do not depend on



social responsibility, and if the potential consequences of their



economic agendas result in harming and destroying cultures,



jobs, local autonomy, and the environment, then they feel the



ends justifies the means.  They legitimize their actions by 



pointing to the Darwin paradigm of survival of the fittest, 



justifying a notion that the weak do not deserve to survive, 



and therefore they shouldn't.  Of course, they don't mention



the obvious fact that their wealth gives them a thousand fold



advantage over everyone else, and permits them to garnish a



level of economic power that can potentially be used to extort



the governments of the world to do their bidding.


6.   
Effects on despots, democracies and development.



It is unclear whether globalization will most benefit democratic



civilizations with relatively free and competitive markets, or



despotic systems controlled by oligarchies, or eventually lead



to the ruination of the entire world economy and nation-states



as a result of the rise of centralized global oligarchies.  It is



likely each scenario will have its day during global evolution,



and be profoundly affected by advanced computer technology.



Biblical prophesy may be fulfilled when people won't be able to



buy or sell without the "mark of the beast." which may turn out



to be a sub dermal GPS micro data chip.  Let's hope not.


7.   
How could globalization benefit everyone?



In theory, if free markets were left to function without unfair



intervention or regulation by governments, monopolies, and



oligarchies, natural supply and demand forces would cause an



equilibrium price that would satisfy consumer needs.  In the



real world, the uneven distribution of resources and supplies



due to corporate manipulation cause drastic fluctuations in



world prices.  The major deal makers and brokers who are the



hubs, middlemen, and gatekeepers of the global economy are



only interested in their commissions and profits, and are not



concerned about humanitarian issues.  In theory, we could live



in a world where every global citizen enjoys a living wage that



provides them the ability to participate in the global economy,



and consequently, distribution would become broader, making



products widely available and beneficial to all people.  The



reality is globalization exploits seeks to exploit the cheapest



labor pools, which creates a dynamic and unpredictable future



for humans trying to survive on low wages.


World leaders need to constructively discuss and review accelerated developments in the globalization game.  Oligarchies often do not have social responsibility and humanitarianism as part of their greed paradigm.  The pre-conditions, pros and cons, probable scenarios, consequences, and outcomes of centralized global trade need to be thoroughly explored.  Objective research needs to identify who (and which groups) stand to benefit the most economically and politically from globalization.  What are certain structural changes that will signal the onset and configuration of centralized globalization that is not too far off in our developing future?  Let's discuss the facts and evaluate current geo-political economic issues and trends that must be addressed by world leaders.


1.    
Evaluation of current degree and breadth of globalization.



a.
Accurate data and statistics is urgently needed to allow




policy makers to understand global market movements.



b.
A clear picture of global product production and regional




distribution must be developed to determine what groups




are benefiting or being hurt by globalization, both short-




term and long-term effects.



c.
Consolidation of market share by large holding companies




MNCs, oligarchies, and corporations needs to be tracked




and monitored to determine profit profiles, and whether




centralization of economic control benefits people more




than it displaces or hurts people, workers, and consumers.


2.    
MNCs, elites, trade brokers, governments, secret international 



organizations), NGO's, and global oligarchies (i.e. diamonds).



Imagine living in a future era where MNCs, economic and

political elites, and oligarchies control the supply and prices of 

everything.  Would these powerful segments voluntarily lower 

prices to levels that would benefit workers and the poor?  Or 

would they likely manipulate prices to obtain greater profits? 

We already live in a world where one percent of the world's 

population owns and/or controls over 60 percent of the world's 

assets, and the top ten percent controls over 90 percent, leaving 

the rest of the world's ninety percent to fight over the remaining 

ten percent.  Is there something wrong with this picture?  Will 

this greed paradigm ever stop?  What type of world will it be if a 

dozen individuals were someday able to gain control the top 

twelve industries in the world, then have the power to set prices 

for food, electrical power, computers, gasoline, gold, military 

hardware, automobiles, housing, clothing, insurance rates, credit 

cards, and bank interest on savings and loans?  What type of



world would that likely be for consumers?


3.    
The elites versus the poor.



The history of mankind has always been a struggle of the poor 



to survive the dictates and whims of the powerful and wealthy.



The elites benefit from the labor of the masses.  In the not so 



distant past, they were slave owners and industrialists who put



children to work in the mines, factories and farms, and forced



long hours and extremely poor work conditions on the masses.



Today's elites downsize their corporations and outsource jobs



to create more profit for their CEOs and Board Chairmen, as they 



shop 
the world for regions of trainable cheap labor.  The working 



class is viewed as consumers, whose life purpose by default is to 



work 
for the rich, to make the rich even wealthier through the



hard labor and consumption of workers.  In fact, the elites have 



used the schools, churches, and media to socialize the masses 



into believing the so call "hard work ethic" is a good thing, and 



those workers who are highly productive are models of good 



citizens.  As elitists convince everyone to work harder, CEOs and 



their non-working buddies head for the golf course, their yachts, 



and mansions to be waited upon by hard working people.  The 



elites are generally a lazy bunch of demanding, spoiled and 



dictatorial manipulators.  They see other people as tools to the 



fulfillment of their every need.  Most elitists, beyond having 



wealth, are a bunch of untalented, uninspiring, and narrow-

minded people who are incapable of doing very much for 

themselves.  



Most elitists have gained their wealth through four ways; 



inheritance, lucky
investments, trickery, or crime.  None of these 



methods require hard work or practical skills; consequently, they 



know nothing about working hard and don't want to work hard.  

Working hard is for employees whose life purpose is to serve.  

Being served is the paradigm of the elites, who are owners of 

property and people, and consequently feel entitled to rule and

be served by commoners.  It is highly unlikely this relationship 

between the rich and poor will ever change, not as long as social 

values are skewed to boost up the elites, and to devalue the downtrodden. 


4.    
Economic, political, cultural, religious, and environmental impact 



of globalization.



a.
The economic impact on the short-term basis is to spread




jobs around the world, which boosts regional economies




while increasing profits to the elites.  The long-term impact




is uncertain, as economic development has a history of




cyclical changes, and most industries have experienced the




periods of boom, and the devastation of burst and bust.



b.
The political effects of globalization is to place bureaucrats,




gatekeepers, and government officials in a "money-mania"




position.  Special interest lobbyists, who usually represent




the elites, temp and corrupt public officials with various




enticements behind closed doors.  As the wealth of elites




magnify, their economic and political influence expands, as




they corrupt government policy makers who partake in the




supper of crows and drink from the well of deceit.



c.
Cultural information will become intermixed due to greater




availability and interaction of westernized  products and




values to local indigenous cultures.  History has shown that




the demise and ruination of world cultures soon follow the




advent of modern materialism, gadgets, clothing, and the




values of consumerism.



d.
Religious values tend to reflect the leadership of religious




organizations, whose spiritual rulers either enforce or relax




strict religious codes.  History illustrates that where there




is wealth and materialism, fundamental religious values 

are interpreted to promote an acceptance of consumerism.  

In poorer nations and regions, a stricter interpretation of 




religious values is promoted to discourage materialism.  As




globalization continues to spread consumerism and desire




for material wealth, religion will fall or be pushed aside in 

its path.  The rise of religion appeared during eras when 

most 
people were poor, struggling and destitute.  Religion 

gave 
them hope for a pleasant afterlife, so they could 

endure their misery in this life.  As the distribution and 

control of natural resources, money and materialism are




becoming a global phenomenon, people who are able to




enjoy the material benefits of consumerism will normally




relax their religious fervor, and interpret their dogma to




permit greater enjoyment of worldly goods.  They need




look no farther than the examples that their religious 




leaders will demonstrate, who enjoy the materialism that




collection plates provide to their religious organizations,




ministers, rabbis, mullahs, priests, swamis, and gurus. 

Let's face reality: when there's no money around, people 

do without, then rationalize that the pursuit of materialism




is unessential for enlightenment and happiness, and to see




the pursuit of money as being an evil influence.  However,




when there is money available to be gotten, people justify




its pursuit by saying money is good, it's only when it is 




spent on immoral activities that money becomes bad.



e.
Globalization means global trade and the exploitation of




global resources; both raw materials and labor.  The world




has witnessed increased development that is beginning to




show detrimental effects on global environments through




deforestation, air and water pollution, global warming, 




species extinction, erosion, depletion of fisheries, ozone




depletion, and accelerated melting of the ice caps.  These




trends will continue unabated, as the population explosion




and consequential impact for more development, industry,




food, water, living space will seriously erode the natural 




environment, possibly to a point of no return.


5.    
Efficient and effective global distribution versus hoarding and 



exploitation.



a.
In theory, there exist sufficient wealth and resources in




the world to cloth, shelter, feed, and employ everyone.




It is only because one percent of humans own 60%, and




another 9% of people own 30% of everything, that the




remaining 90% of the Earth's inhabitants must spread the




remaining 10% of the world's resources around.  The U.S.,




which comprises 6% of the world's population consume




over 30% of its resources, and contribute at least 40% of




the world's environmental pollution.



b.
As developing nations increase their wealth due to benefits 




of globalization, coupled with inevitable population gains, 




the environmental pressure will become detrimental to 




both nature and humans.  Long before world population 




reaches 300 billion people (which is estimated as the upper 

most limit that natural rainfall could support), environmental degradation will probably make life unbearable.  The hoarding of wealth and abuse of world resources by the elites, coupled with ignorant and destructive activities of development, within the context of an exploding world population can only spell a disaster of great magnitude, just waiting to happen.  It's not a matter of "if", it's just a matter of "when."  Elites must realize that destroying the environment hurts not only the masses, but themselves.


6.    
New World Order, the UN, diplomacy, world vision, and the



ultimate military options.



a.
The world may be going through another cycle, perhaps the




final cycle of imperialism, under the guise of globalization.  




The spoils of the world will likely come under the control of 

a global network of the ultra-wealthy, each carving up world 




resources, industries, and populations through their 




oligarchies, and monopolies.



b.
The United Nations will become the public hand that serves 




the wishes of the economic war lords, who will control key 




politicians and generals in the major governments of the 




world.  Diplomacy will become the euphemistic term for 




bribery, as greedy officials will succumb to "offers one can 




not refuse" offered by the elites, otherwise they become 




defeated or recalled by the media-manipulated electorate.  



c.
The mantra for ambitious and/or greedy Alpha (type A) 




people in both the business and public sector will be "Serve 




the elites to be an elite."  Their common vision will be to 




control and manage the world's resources, assets, wealth 




and people by applying a cost-efficient business model, 




utilizing super computers to provide real time meta data 




required to coordinate global markets.



d.
Those governments and people who resist and rebel against 




the elitist global paradigm will be hunted down by the 

world's integrated military, intelligence and police agencies.  




The war on terrorism will be refocused to eliminate 




resistance to the 
economic interests of the world's elites, 




whenever, wherever, and however it may occur.   A 




shakedown of terrorist groups, and states who support 




them will result in subsequent wars to remove anti-




globalization leaders.  The resultant world order will provide 




a stable and relatively peaceful environment for nations who 




are essentially owned by the global elites.


7.    
Can centralized globalization or alternative global paradigms



present realistic opportunities to build an ideal world where



happiness, peace, and global cooperation can be a reality?



a.
Poorer nations are usually ruled by autocratic despots




or divided among regional warlords, with varying degrees




of loyalty to a distant central government.  Globalization




is likely to solidify the power of tyrants because global




free trade is not predicated on a humane rational system




of national governance among its participants.  Where




MNCs and oligarchies invest in harvesting natural resources




from non-democratic countries, the increased wealth will




permit despots to purchase modern armaments, and even




to obtain WMDs through illegal arms merchants.



b.
Among westernized nations, the majority of its population




feel they have an opportunity through hard work, ability,




and determination to become middle-class, or even rich.




The middle class believes in notions of pursuing happiness,




and generally view money as one means toward gaining




greater freedom and happiness.  On the other hand, most




economic elites pursue money as wealth building goals that




confirm their superior status and social value.  Somewhere




there is a nexus between money and the pursuit of personal




freedoms and happiness.  Perhaps, there is a minimal level




of money required to produce and sustain a minimal level of




happiness; and a maximum level of satisfaction at which no




additional wealth can increase further happiness.


How will the rapidly evolving global changes affect average people in present times, and in the next 5-10 years?   Here's some questions, the answers which should clarify who will likely benefit, and who will likely suffer from the effects of globalization.


1. 
Who are the global elites?



Some are listed in the Forbes 100, but it is unlikely that the



true elites would want their names known by the general



public, which would potentially make them and their families



the targets of terrorists, criminals, and psychopaths.  Can you 



blame them?  The true global elites most likely influence or



manipulate world leaders surreptitiously, hidden from public



view or news headlines.  Corporate elites, such as the Waltons



of Wal-Mart, and Gates of Microsoft are non-political, as 

evidenced by their lack of immunity from public and government 

scrutiny.  The true elites never attract that type of attention, as 

scrutiny is an impediment to successful manipulation.


2. 
Who are the global power-brokers? 



Eliminate the despots who comprise "the Axis of Evil" because 



they rule relatively poor nations and have little economic or 



international political clout.  Look to the "old money" that has



been around since kingdoms and empires existed, which remains



in the hands of royal families and their descendants; also quiet 



heirs of great industrialists and tycoons, corporate executives of



MNCs, holding companies, monopolies, oligarchies, and Fortune



100 companies who are not in the public light.  The heads of



elected governments are not always the real powerbrokers, but



often times represent the agendas of the powerful and wealthy 



who helped to finance the campaigns which placed them in office.


3. 
What industries and global resources do these elites control?



The obvious ones are diamonds, gold, other precious gems and 



metals, strategic minerals used in manufacturing computers and



military weaponry.  In addition, corporate farms, pharmaceuticals,



the military-industrial complex, global shipping, real estate 

tycoons and re-insurers.  Mass media, publications, multi-national 

auto manufacturers, banking, and commodities traders.  There 

are many other areas that the elites collectively control, where 

small 
businesses are able to service their "after-markets." 


4. 
How do elites see the role of human beings, in terms of self-



determination?



Let's face it, if the global elites could have their way, they would



probably want a return to slavery, indentured servitude, serfdom,



and sweat shops. The historical paradigm of the wealthy class has



always been the exploitation of labor.  The economic elites believe



they are superior to the faceless masses, and feel they are born



into this world with an entitlement, or have earned entitlement



to be served, respected and admired by the working class.  It is



beneath their dignity to mingle with the poor, unless they gain 



social status by providing a tax-deductible building, property, or



university endowment to the public, which is then named after 



them to acknowledge and celebrate their high status.  Someday,



robotics and artificial intelligence will be possible, or genetically



engineered humanoids will be common.  Subsequently, billions of



human beings will become obsolete, and labor exploitation will be



a thing of the past.  In the likely ensuing scenario, the usefulness



of the poor and working class will become questionable, and new



"herd trimming" strategies may be employed to control or reduce



population growth.  The elites feel most people are just wasting



space and global resources, causing pollution and crowding out



the most pristine natural environments, which they would love to



own for themselves and their families.


5.
How will technological advances and applications enable these



global elites to gain greater control?



The future pervasiveness of computer technology, microchips,



genetically modified foods, genetically engineered animals and



human beings, portable robotics, and nano-technology will 



certainly enable the elites to gain greater control of human and



corporate assets in manipulated markets.  People will become



managed consumers, whose survival options will be limited by



social, economic and legal structures installed by the elites.


6.
How will labor migration affect the future economic and 



political map of the world?



Several dynamic labor migration cycles will follow, one after



another, depending upon technological advances and markets



that may be created.  The poor will always migrate toward job



markets, as global urbanization has historically been the trend



that replaced rural farming.  In the current cycle, computer and



new technologies have moved jobs to low salary labor markets



abroad.  National boundaries will not need to be traversed by



immigrants, as certain jobs will exploit international labor and



other commodities and products will be sought from low cost



regions, temporarily benefiting developing nations, often to the



detriment of developed job markets.  Eventually, after global and



political stability is attained, freer movement of nationals to the



source of jobs may be possible, but until then, unemployment



will increase in developed nations, unless new technology 

provides new employment opportunities to displaced workers.


7.
What shrinking options will be available for the laborers and



consumers in the global economy?   



Workers will be forced to obtain more specific training, education,



and skills that are in demand by new technology.  As education



becomes available via on-line education programs, or simply off



the Internet, worker advancement and employability will greatly



depend on personal improvement.  On the other hand, those who



are able to achieve higher paying positions, or who benefit from



business ownership, and the economic elites will be able to hire 



low-tech workers to do those things that they don't care to do.



There will only be two types of jobs, highly skilled technology



jobs, and low-tech service jobs.  Everything else will be done by



computer-driven automatic or robotic systems, including retail, 



fast foods, court system, tax collection, accounting, auditing,



medical diagnosis, drug dispensing, and many service careers.


8.
Will people be able to "opt out" to alternative economies, or 



will the New World Order prevent it? 



What will people be able to "opt out" to?  Some may opt to buy



small plots of land, and attempt to live off the land.  Others may



elect to live under modified commune or collective arrangements.



Small local trade economies may develop in the business of resale



of used or secondary market products.  But the vast majority of



consumers will undoubtedly opt for inclusion in the convenient 

and efficient computer automated robotic systems of distribution. 

Few urbanites are prepared to leave the conveniences of urban 

life, to regress a hundred years into the past to struggle with 

uncertainty and hard work that is part and parcel to living off the 

land.  It is unlikely people will be forced by government, whether 

local or global, to partake in the matrix of the world economic 

order; it won't be necessary, as people will flock to accept the 

sub dermal 
all knowing GPS computer chip implant to be able to 

buy and sell and survive in the brave new world.


9.
Will economic dominance permit small groups of elites to 



dictate global political and social policies?



If one hundred people were given the choice to become part of



the global elite, versus remaining an anonymous powerless and



insignificant worker, it is highly unlikely more than ten percent 



would honestly choose to remain relatively powerless and poor.



It's not so much who is in the elitist position, but a matter of



the philosophical orientation of elitists, how they justify their



high positions, and the means that they use to maintain their 



entitlements.  Unfortunately, given the opportunity, the poor



would likely be just as voracious, insensitive, selfish, and self-



serving as the rich, if only they could obtain the chance.  What



we need is for more members of the elites to demonstrate



greater social responsibility, especially if their wealth depends on



the exploitation of laborers, who are also consumers of the



products that provide huge profits to the elites. 


Globalization and free trade continues to proceed, spread, and entice the governments, workers, and elites of the world, as all partake in the benefits of a wider redistribution of employment and wealth.  The elites are certain to increase their assets, and as regions of development materialize, the sea of prosperity will also rise for the formerly poor.  The hidden danger arises from imbalances and cycles that may arise, with potential sudden reversals of fortunes for low-paid workers, as the elites shop for cheaper global labor markets.  There are no guarantees, and the long-term benefits and costs of globalization remains to be seen and is uncertain.
