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The primary purpose of permitting immigration should be based upon the needs of the American society, and U.S. borders must not be an open invitation for illegal immigration.  Sensible immigration policy should foremost answer the question, “Will permitting this person to immigrate serve our national interests or society at large?”  If not, then deny permission to enter our nation.


As with any other nation, the USA has limited resources, which are being strained by upwards of 10 million illegal aliens who obtain educational and health services, cash grants, food assistance, social services, and law enforcement interdictions at a heavy cost to American taxpayers.  As a group, illegal immigrants cost our economy far more than they return in taxes from their menial unskilled jobs, criminal enterprises, consumption of products and services, and unemployment status.  America would be better off without them, and almost all nations on earth would not tolerate the unchecked and uncontrolled immigration that typifies our national borders.


The United States of America should not be the dumping ground for Mexico’s poor, uneducated, criminal, and unskilled people, no more than Mexico would tolerate the emigration of all our homeless, criminal, unskilled, uneducated, and mentally ill populations across the border to Mexico.  Mexico must fix their own economic, social, and political problems, and should no longer be allowed to sweep their problems across their border to America.  Keep Mexicans in Mexico!  While sound immigration should not penalize any particular nation due to enforcement of rules and procedures, it is evident that the U.S. population increase in the past decade has been predominantly due to illegal Mexican immigration.


A sensible immigration policy must address and prioritize our nation’s need (if any) for immigrants according to areas and categories of need, and a specific quota must be established for the number, type, and national origin of immigrants desired by the American society and economy.  In an ideal world without borders where sufficient wealth exist and there is more sensible distribution of resources, it might not matter how many people might reside in any jurisdiction.  Now, in our not so perfect world, if the United States were to allow anyone to come in to partake in social services paid for by hard working taxpayers, we’d soon have more people in America than currently reside in China and India combined.  America would become broke.  


What are some sensible and practical justifications for legalizing certain types of immigration?

Economic Justification:

1. Immigrants who create employment for Americans through the purchase, investment, or start up

of commercial enterprises valued at one million dollars or more, which employs at least 5 people.

2. Immigrants who possess technical or professional skills necessary to fill shortages in industry

or government.

3. Immigrants who commit to serve at least 3 years in a branch of the U.S. Armed Services, and

who pledge loyalty and allegiance to the U.S.A.

4. Farm workers, who are temporary guest workers in seasonal employment programs.

5. Other seasonal jobs, where there is a significant shortage of American workers who are willing

to fill the positions, such as hotel maids, gardener assistants, seamstress, and janitors.

Political Justification:

1. Asylum for pro-U.S., pro-democracy intellectuals and persons attempting to escape tyrannical or 

communist regimes, who are willing to pledge allegiance to the U.S.A.

2. Foreign nationals who have dutifully served U.S. agencies, military, and corporations, who can

be sponsored by their employers for continued employment in the U.S.A.

Social Justification:

1. When a shortage arises in specific regions, and a need arises to import certain categories of

persons to improve society, selective immigrants will be sought and admitted for permanent

residency.  For example, granting immigration to Dutch South Africans, Argentines, and

white Russians to help balance the ethnic population mix in California, while providing

additional capital and skills to help California rebound from its economic crisis.

2. Family members of U.S. citizens born or residing in foreign countries.

3. A sensible “conditional guest worker program” where undocumented immigrants who have been employed in America, have children born in the U.S., have no criminal record, and possess the skills that enhance America’s economy may be considered for continued work permits if they can prove the above for at least a ten year period prior to applying for “conditional work permit”.

4. The conditional guest worker program allows undocumented aliens to register for work in certain industries deemed by the U.S. Department of Labor as experiencing substantial worker shortages but does not put any participant on “a path to permanent residency or citizenship.”

All other forms of immigration would therefore be illegal, and any law enforcement official, school

official, and public health official must be required to report any and all known cases of illegal immigrants to the INS.  All illegal immigrants detained by law enforcement for the commission of a crime must be deported to the custody of their country of origin’s authorities, except in cases of the 

most serious crimes, when the court of local jurisdiction may elect to adjudicate the case.

Enforcement:

1. Law enforcement may question any individual who is detained for criminal conduct, and be asked to prove their legal status to remain in the U.S.

2. If any individual who is arrested by law enforcement and cannot prove their legal status, they may be turned over to the INS for status determination or deportation proceedings.

3. Periodic “sweeps” by INS agents and other appropriate law enforcement agencies to round up groups of illegal alien nationals who tend to congregate at certain public parks and right of ways, causing a nuisance or intimidating American citizens.

4. All illegal immigrants deported by the INS must first have a GPS locator chip implanted in their

bodies where it can not be removed, to prevent them from ever re-entering the U.S.A.

Conclusions:


Only through reasonably pro-active immigration policies and procedures can America become safer from potential terrorists, criminals, non-productive dead beats, and unemployable or lazy illegal aliens who suck up public services and cause an expensive and negative impact on the economic infrastructure of America.


The first priority of a revamped immigration policy must be the expelling of all illegal immigrants, whether they be Arab students who overstay their visas, or Mexicans who sneak into the U.S. across our borders, unless they qualify under a “guest worker” or “conditional amnesty” program, or other exceptions listed above.  The deportation of illegal immigrants will automatically save hundreds of billions of dollars annually, and in additional reduce the overload and negative impact on our overcrowded public schools, emergency rooms, freeways, and jails.


Continuing to do nothing, or to label such constructive attempts to control immigration as being racially or ethnically motivated is to play into the neo-liberal political agenda and propaganda, whose purpose is to make America the dumping ground for all of the world’s deficient and poor.  The bottom line is the United States of America was formed by enlightened white men, primarily of British descent.  They had envisioned a nation of laws and opportunity that provided a stable environment of human rights, of freedom, liberty, and justice for all.  These were very American ideals for the time, when serfdom, indentured servitude, and slavery still prevailed in the world.  


What would the United States become if it became flooded with immigrants who do not share the grand ideals of our nation’s founders?  It would become a hodgepodge of ideas that would make America susceptible to demagoguery, religious extremism, and cultural intolerance that is typical in other nations, particularly in developing Third World nations.  There should be a Constitutional Amendment that shuts the door to additional immigrants once the percentage of white people in the society decreases to the 70% threshold.  Between 70% and 67% white majority population, only immigrants from non-white nations who possess specific skills needed by the U.S. should be considered for immigration.  In this way, the American ideals can be maintained and not diffused by non-American ideas from nations who often see America as its enemy.
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
