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Upgrading our Military Defense
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On the subject of winning the war in Iraq and against international terrorism, following are descriptions of various inventions and strategies that our military must undertake to insure that American wins this two front war in Iraq and around the world.   These weapons upgrades must be added to our military arsenal as soon as possible, even if it means scaling back on the schedule to rebuild Iraq, which they can start to do themselves once we can get their pipelines going again.  We must quickly design, mass produce, and place into service the best military equipment that we can domestically manufacture.  We must also adjust our battle strategies to counter terrorists targeting tactics.

1.
Break-away engine shrouds should be designed to break off from 

aircraft once hit by a heat seeking surface to air missiles - SAMs. The engine shroud should be made of a heat retentive material that makes it, and not the aircraft's engines, the hottest "heat signature" to attract a SAM's heat-seeking guidance targeting system.  When this engine shroud is hit by a SAM, it is jettisoned along with exploding debris caused by the SAM, and thus in most cases, spares the aircraft's vital engine assembly.

2.
Armored ATV's and scooters are a cheaper and more effectively mobile alternative to HumV's, and offers superior protection to "foot patrols" which have become standing targets in Iraq's urban duck shoot.  This class of vehicles are easy to maneuver, can access tight and narrow streets, and chase insurgents right into their hideouts, where HumV's and other large vehicles can not.  Mount machine guns, RPG's and rockets to these off-road, all-terrain vehicles, and the terrorist insurgents won't have a chance to run and hide. Our troops need to have weapons that make them quick and deadly to our enemies.

3.
Shock-absorbing concrete barriers should be built to dissipated blast effect though water or gel chambers.  These barriers must be of varying heights, as appropriate to protect roads, military facilities, and taller civilian buildings.

A coordinated troop security strategy must be implemented.


a.
Helicopters must not fly in tight formations, but staggered and 



set at least 100 yards apart to prevent easy targeting,  or in 



the event one is hit, careening into other helicopters.  


b.
American and coalition troops need to stop walking blindly into 



ambushes.  No more routine foot patrols to draw enemy fire 



and RPGs.  U.S. troops should be the "SWAT" to back up Iraqi 



police, and not be first response teams.


c.
Certain main road arteries must be fortified and restricted to 



coalition force travel only, with routine mine sweeping before 



convoys travel the routes.  


d.
Buildings and facilities security must be coordinated, with 



cameras, deep ditches, blast-dampening concrete barriers, 



sunken and reinforced metal poles, and other measures to 



detect terrorists to prevent them from entering the "green 



zone" of any protected facility.


e.
Gun-shot, RPG, grenade, and rocket-launching detection 



position triangulation technology - similar to that used by the 



LAPD - must be utilize to quickly locate the positions from 



which insurgents are launching their attacks.


f.
Robot mine detection vehicles - similar to remote controlled 



toy cars - must precede any troop patrols or convoys.  These 



can be guided by troops in patrol vehicles.  We must be able 



to detect, then explode ordinances before they are activated 



as our convoys and troops pass by.


g.
Laser border detection equipment should be developed and 



employed at least 1000 yards from secured facilities to detect 



insurgents, to prevent them from reaching a deadly range to 


h.
Articulating machine guns, rifles, and scopes can permit firing 



 the enemy from around buildings and other secure positions.

5.
Killer satellites are a must, especially now that communist China has joined the space race, and we can't totally rely on friendly future relations between America and nations who are capable of deploying nuclear weapons against us.  Worse case scenarios must be developed to anticipate any future potential threat from foes and friends alike, including No. Korea, Russia, India, China, Pakistan, Chechnya, or other nations with real or potential sizable anti-U.S.A. sentiments among its population or in it's governments.  History has shown that in the course of human events, it is possible for our 
enemies to become our friends, and our friends to become our enemies, as alliances are formed to cause your enemy's friends to become your enemies.

6.
The NMD, national missile defense system is a must.  An effective missile shield that coordinates GPS telemetry with the deployment of a debris field ahead of incoming missiles.  A debris field is dispersed by an anti-ballistic missile ahead of the incoming hostile missile's trajectory, 

then continues to engage it's target with high explosive MIRV warheads. If the defensive missile should miss its target, the target missile will enter into the debris field of explosive mini-mines that was left ejected by the engaging defensive missile.  The hostile incoming missile is destroyed when it collides with the debris field, as mini-mines automatically and simultaneously explode when the hostile missile collides with any one of them.  This maximizes the blast effect, while eliminating the possible mining of earth orbit and space, which would make space travel and satellite survival more dangerous for all nations, including America.

7.
A supersonic attack helicopter would greatly enhance our military flexibility and arsenal, where Harrier-type "jump" jets might not be effective.  A concept design should utilize a hybrid design between propeller and jet engines, and a shielded stealth airfoil.

Spies and moles must be rooted out from the civilian agencies, bureaucracy and military contractors and subs who deal with weapons 

design, development, and production.  If we continue to outsource the building of our military weapons systems, the U.S. military will lose control of its own military machine.  For example, if we allow our military contractors to sub-contract the electronics, guidance, and weapons targeting systems to Israel (as an example), it would be possible for them to design various "backdoors" into our weapons systems, to permit them or their proxies to seize control of our weapons deployed in a battlefield.

The Joint Strike Fighter program, slated to be battle ready by 2008, must be safeguarded.  This system reportedly allows generals to coordinate and control real time battles from a distant command center, let's say, from NORAD or the Pentagon.  These advanced jet fighter-bombers can be controlled remotely, and in theory can be flown without pilots as they can perform extreme maneuvers that can kill human pilots when creating excessive gravity forces.  Imagine companies who install the virtual battlefield equipment, computers, and software could secretly insert override points, which would allow them access and total control over the system, then turn our own advanced nuclear capable weapons on us!  Unlikely?  Not if we outsource our technology, then rely on foreigners to build our weapons systems.  This has already happened.  Just ask Senator McCain why he has proposed an immediate cessation to outsourcing policies initiated by 

certain greedy members of the Pentagon's civilian procurement board 

that had previously locked our military contractors to subcontract with Israel for key communication and electronics work on our most secret military weapons systems, and how they stole our technology to build the most advanced tanks and surface to air missiles in the world.

 When it comes to military weapons and systems, we must always build American to safeguard our homeland now and for generations to come.

Greater support, funding, and upgrading of the CIA’s ability and equipment to gather accurate intelligence on our enemies, potential foes, supposed allies - Israel, German, France, China, and Russia, and our true enemies, whoever they may be.


The U.S. is considered the only remaining superpower and the world's hegemon, but the truth is America is not as strong as it should be.
