Create disrespect for authority and government by gradually



outlawing basic freedoms, and creating too much red tape.

Cause ethical and moral decay by outlawing reasonable corporal 



punishment of children for destructive conduct, when reasonable 



punishment by parents and teachers could keep certain students 



from lives of crime.  Instead, disrespectful children later become 



rebellious teens who eventually spend much of their adult lives in 



prison, becoming subjected to highly violent environments that 



far exceeds the penalty of a loving spanking when it could have 



made a positive difference in their young lives.


f.
Suppress and ridicule good citizenship and patriotism, while 



promoting sex, violence, and greed as a "cool" and desirable 



lifestyle.


g.
Resist progressive changes to the education system, such as 



school vouchers.  Mix all children into template classes, where 



disinterested and disruptive children ruin the class environment 



for students who wish to learn.  Penalize the teachers by making 



them suspect for every frivolous and false accusation from 



dysfunctional students.

2.
Political decay by the media and universities encouraging distrust of 


government, particularly the federal government.  


a.
Special interest groups and political lobbyists entice and corrupt 



government officials, politicians, and bureaucrats.


b.
Alienate citizens from governance by making them feel 



disinterested and hopeless to positively change policies. When 



citizens no longer monitor government activities, there is 



greater latitude for corruptive influences to make significant 



inroads.


c.
Persuade corrupted legislators and agency chiefs to make 



policies that favor special interest groups, while punishing 



citizens, thereby transferring citizens' money to special interest 



groups, corrupt corporate executives and economic elites.

3.
Economic decay is evidenced by a strategy of wealth transfer from the 


working middle class to special interests elites.


a.
The U.S. A. is treated as just another consumer market for 



exploitation and wealth building by the elites, thus the ends 



justify the means, and patriotism is not a concern.


b.
Swindle retirees of their life savings and pensions through clever 



investment ruses and fraud.  Enron, Arthur Andersen and Merrill 



Lynch corruption is only the tip of the iceberg. Law enforcement 



must identify, by using reverse phone trees and wire tapes, to



obtain evidence to justify the round up of top executives from 



this conspiratorial network to prevent them from corrupting 



every person and corporation that they touch and bribe; 



otherwise, they and those like them will breed like cockroaches, 



and soon it will be near impossible to isolate and catch them.


c.
Use technology to replace American workers, to maximize 



corporate profits and compensation to greedy CEOs, CFOs and



Board Chairs and Directors under the guise of necessity and 



competitive survivability, instead of admitting true wanton greed.


d.
Outsource manufacturing and white collar high tech jobs to 



cheap labor markets, even if the consequence is harmful to the 



U.S. economy.


e.
Concentrate control of strategic industries, raw materials, and 



consumer markets to MNCs whose executives have no loyalty 



to America, but only to personal wealth building.


f.
Destabilize the U.S. dollar, cause sudden massive monetary 



devaluations, and de-dollarize international trade when the 



monetary and trade imbalances makes currencies ripe for hedge 
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International relations decay by attempting to discredit, isolate and 


alienate President Bush, the C.I.A. and our government on the world 


stage and among our supposed allies.


a.
Implement anti-Bush, anti-C.I.A., and anti-American propaganda 



tactics.  


b.
Use Jewish-owned or controlled domestic and international news 



media to foment anti-American and anti-C.I.A. sentiments 



through biased news editing, reporting, and commentary 



which is represented as factual news.


c.
Foment international violence, conflicts and insurgency to test 



American diplomatic and military response, and to stretch out all 



of America's military resources abroad, thereby weakening the 



U.S. frontlines and logistics.


d.
Criticize U.S. response as being either too little too late, too 



heavy-handed and unilateralist, or too insensitive, or whatever 



slant is necessary to discredit America's good intentions and 



good deeds abroad.


e.
Foster anti-American sentiments to unify different political and 



religious camps by recognizing the U.S.A. as their common foe, 



by applying the "Your enemy's enemy is your friend" principle. 

 

This strategy is being used among Islamic states, anti-Semitic 



groups, and terrorist networks.  A unified Europe, Sino-Russian 



rapprochement, and a unified South America all present potential 



hot spots in fomenting future anti-American sentiments around 



the world.

5.
Military decay through compromise, overpriced military contracts, 


spying, contracting out to foreign companies, conflicts of interest 


among current and retired brass and civilian administrators, and 


wasting precious military funds on various kickback schemes, while 


American troops fail to receive the required equipment to protect


their lives and to make them successful in their military missions.


a.
U.S. dependency on foreign manufacturers, suppliers, and raw 



materials needed for military hardware and systems.


b.
Spies and moles planted in sensitive government agencies and 



committees with oversight over intelligence, military technology, 



procurement, and operations.


c.
Government contracts and subcontracts that allow foreign 



corporations (thus governments) to monitor our military and 



government communication through service providers of 



email, phone, fax, hardware and software.


d.
Installation of "back door" and "trap door" computer chips or 



spy software in military and government computer networks and 



equipment,
such as computers, planes, trucks, offices, and ships 



for spying.  


e.
Integration of "override" chips or software programs into military 



weapons and communications systems to permit partial or 



complete take over, sabotage, or destruction of vulnerable 



military systems, such as virtual battlefield and the Joint Attack 



Fighter.


f.
Install spy technology into sensitive American facilities, buildings, 



vehicles, and offices through construction, art work, furniture, 



equipment, housekeeping and security contractors and suppliers.
