How well our leaders, groups, and individuals are able to deal with complex and dynamic problems will determine the future prosperity or demise of America.



We must look at the most pressing and consequential areas of concern, and solve these urgent problems before we pass the point of no return, and cast our combined fates to the wind as reactionary pawns on the global chess board.  We need to recognize who our true friends are, and who our competitors, and potential foes may be.

Political Trends

1.
U.S. Hegemony on the decline? 


Many MNCs are home-based in Europe, and their ownership of American and foreign corporations has greatly expanded since the 1990's.    Increasingly, Americans are finding their paychecks being signed by managers who represent foreign corporations and conglomerates.  While the majority of MNCs are owned by Americans, many investor owned, the CEOs who run them receive the greatest disproportionate economic benefits, as stockholders rarely receive their just dividends due to the collusion of elitist Board of Directors who also gain from company profits.  As global opportunities widen abroad, there will be a rise of wealth to foreigners, who as a group will attempt to challenge American economic hegemony by creating regional free trade zones, that will exclude the United States.

German Hegemonic Goals


Two world wars were initiated by the Germans, and it was the Germans who defeated the Roman Empire's attempts to expand north.  Germans are predisposed to be aggressive and feel superior to other races and ethnic groups.  Their history and heredity is filled with violence, and they may be genetically driven to conquer those whom they feel are inferior.  Subsequent to the terms of surrender at the end of World War II, the Germans were prohibited from building another formidable military and standing army; however, as a member of NATO, they participate in a modern military and so called self-defense forces.  The Germans provide the backbone to the Euro, which has gained 30 percent in value in the past year, compared to the U.S. Dollar.  It is the German economy that is driving the economic engine of Europe, and the world's second largest bank, Deutch Bank in addition to Dyameiller-Chrysler and Mercedes-Benz are all German corporations.  As America's final cost to reconstruct Iraq and to wage the War on Terrorism will likely reach a half trillion dollars, added to a half trillion dollar deficit, the German-French partnership will prove to be a formidable obstacle that challenges U.S. economic and political interests abroad.  If America's economy declines as a result of outsourcing, terrorism, investment scandals, hedge fund attacks, ongoing corporate corruption, and a potential trillion dollar budget deficit, the Euro will continue to gain value against the U.S. dollar, and the Germans stand ready to challenge Americans for the top economic position, as hegemon.

3.
Demise of Britain's Influence


Two costly world wars depleted England's treasury to the extent that they willingly gave up essentially all of their colonies on every continent on Earth, from Africa, to India, to the Middle-East, losing the great mineral riches of gold, diamonds, and oil behind.  The U.K., the enemy to early American colonies, has subsequently proven herself to be America's most consistent true best friend, who continues to repay her gratitude for American lives shed to save her from German conquest during World War II.  Without the riches of her colonies, Britain has experienced a continued slide, both economically and politically on the world stage.  Her strength comes from a long history and heritage filled with pride, civility, literature, and philosophy, which by the luck of circumstance complements what America in many respects is losing as a society, primarily due to the high influx of cultures who have non-Anglo values and orientations.

China's Balancing Act


In the case of China's economic development, the money-mania and new capitalistic orientation has resulted in a greatly reduced level of anxiety and suspicion between the communist leadership and American leaders.  China is now one of America's largest trade partner, and holds almost $300 billion in U.S. bonds and dollars.  Their modernization has placed their socialism on the back burner, as both Party members and well-connected entrepreneurs pursue wealth building with a passion.

Russian Resurgence


As the Russian economy grows stronger and more stable, Putin has taken on the Jewish oligarchs who picked up Russian assets for pennies when communism collapsed, who then gained control of entire sectors of the Russian economy, including oil and media.  When these oligarchs tried to take over the government of Russia, by planning to run candidates against Putin, he put arrest warrants out for the top 3 oligarchs in Russia.  One got away, but all lost their financial empires back to the state.  The political climate in Russia has always been somewhat treacherous, with changes at the very top brought on by coup de tats, which mirrors the spirit of the Russian revolution.  Putin is ex-KGB and knows all about the inner workings of the Russian government, military, intelligence network and is well connected.  He keeps his agenda close to his heart and gives few clues about his strategy until he is ready to pounce on his enemies like a jungle smart tiger.  Should the U.S. leadership trust him?  We have not choice but to communicate and work toward common goals, one of which is to secure all nuclear weapons from terrorists, and to keep them off the black market.  During the cold war, decades of tense detente kept U.S. and Soviet ICBMs aimed at major cities in both nations.  Now, with the miniaturization of nukes, it's possible for a secret war of attrition to be waged by selling mini-nukes on the black market.  We need to have the cooperation of Putin to prevent nuclear exploitation and extortion.  There are economic and trade opportunities, and Iraq could provide a platform for American and Russian leadership to build bridges and more trust on areas of common concern.  But we should never be too naive to believe that Russian ICBMs and nuclear submarines can't be retargeted within minutes to cold war settings, in the event the political leadership in Russia changes for the worse in the unpredictable future.  Let's hope the leadership in Russia will continue to take the road of partnership and international peace and stability.

6.
Rise of Islamic Extremism


For the past generation, Arab despots and religious zealots have brainwashed their children to hate America, resulting in the rise of anti-American feelings, the growth of terrorist cells, and inspiring Jihadists.  How can America change the minds of haters who have been trained to kill themselves for the promise of an afterlife with 30 virgins?  We can't.  The downfall of Saddam and the hopeful democratization of Iraq appears to have stimulated Omar Kadafi of Libya to pursue a course to join moderate Arab nations in the world's economic order.  North Korea and Iran have recently appeared to be giving signals of a desire to be more cooperative with the international community, the west, and the U.S.  We hope the extreme religious leadership that exist in some Arab nations will become more pragmatic and choose to coexist and even to cooperate with the West, but let's not hold our collective breath.  The Arab culture, religious dogma, and male chauvinism still places a high value on strength and devalues niceness.  We have seen that Arabs consider themselves to be courageous when they carry out suicide bombings.  Westerners think suicide bombers are extremely crazy and mislead.  Just as Saddam would order others to blow themselves up, but could not find the mindset to kill himself rather than to be captured; other despots and tyrants in history and those who rule their nation-states with an iron fist respect only strength and a steely resolve.  Let's not forget that millions of Arabs already hate us, and have hated us for a generation due to our  support of Israel.  That's not likely to change.  The respect for the iron fist is also not likely to change.  So when Islamic zealots and crazies challenge us, let's give them the iron fist, knock them down, and do what we got to do.  As for the moderate Arabs and Moslems, we should continue to support efforts to partnership on economic issues and trade, and as much as we can, try to win their hearts and minds.  The Arab world will probably never love us, but we could benefit from a lessening of the intensity of hatred.

7.
Domestic & Global Terrorism


Every year, over 12 million people are arrested in America, which is roughly 7 percent of its population over 15 years old.  Over 2 million people are incarcerated, making the U.S. the largest penal colony in the world, exceeding even China's prison population.  Crime statistics show that incarceration makes people into worse criminals, as the recidivism rate exceeds 70 percent because petty criminals learn to become worse criminals in the prison university system.  It can be safely presumed that the 3 strikes law encourages third strike felons to turn to more violence and to commit more serious crimes, since the penalty for capture is the same 25 years to life.  Undoubtedly, most graduates of our prisons who are released back into the general civilian population without employable skills, turn again to crime. Any terrorist network would find little resistance hiring ex-felons with a bone to pick with our government and society, as payback for their years of incarceration.  Global terrorism will be stopped only after legitimate national governments commit sufficient numbers of  soldiers necessary to hunt down all terrorists, their bases and training camps everywhere. As long as nation-states continue to harbor terrorists, they can not be fully neutralized, and will be a threat to civilized nations.

Other Significant Global Actors


There are secret hands attempting to stir up the global stewpot, some independently, and others in as strange bedfellow.  Israel, Saudi Arabia, France, MNCs, and oligarchs also seek to influence world events from back door politics.  Israel has her agents and political lobbyists hard at work in western nations and developing markets, attempting to get in the middle of large profitable deals, and positioning Jewish brokers as gatekeepers to solidify control over resource distribution and pricing. The Saudis, now recognized as a hotbed of anti-American jihadists, attempts to walk the tightrope between western detente, alliance with the U.S., and placating anti-Semitic Islamic extremists.  France hangs on to the German coat tails, and attempts to use Germany as its partner, or backup muscle.  MNCs and oligarchs have huge stokeholds in creating a world order that concentrates wealth to a relatively minuscule economic elite. And international Jewry pursue a common vision and path to consolidate their political influence and economic muscle in the four corners of the world.  Islamic extremist, jihadists, and terrorists groups work a sympthetic and loosely associated network to disrupt all western interests, especially those of the U.S. and Israel, and increasingly, any ally of America.

Politics of Oil Supply Manipulation


The major global exporters of oil are Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar, UAE, Russia, Nigeria, Mexico, and Valenzuela, all which accept U.S. dollars in exchange for oil, as America is the world's largest consumer of oil and gas. There appears to be discussions among certain oil producing nations to hedge against the U.S. dollar, by considering switching to the Euro and/or Japanese Yen as the official monetary exchange medium, instead of the dollar.  If an effective conspiracy between major oil producer can materialize, de-dollarizing oil exports would force the U.S. to exchange dollars for Euros and Yens to pay for oil imports, which would further weaken the dollar.  Fortunately, several of the oil producing nations have positive political relations with the U.S. for now, and would likely not enter into an arrangement that forces the U.S. to take some unpredictable reactionary position.  During the Arab oil conspiracies of the 1970s and early 1980s, OPEC, especially Saudi Arabia became filthy rich from manipulation the supply and price of oil.  These Arab oil producers became so rich, they could not spend the money fast enough.  Saudi Arabia used American banks to help them to invest their hard cash, as Nixon had delinked U.S. currency from gold, the wealthy Arabs had to invest their overabundance of cash somewhere, and the most secure investments appeared to be American.  Subsequently, the U.S. dollar plunge in value during the mid to late 1980's and the Arabs, particularly the Saudis saw their net wealth shrink almost in half.  It may be possible for oil producers and the Jewish oil brokers to again attempt to control global oil prices again in the future.  The U.S. needs to be ready for any contingency, if oil producers should attempt to inflate oil prices while de-dollarizing payment from the U.S.A., which would likely have serious political consequences.

Political & Bureaucratic Reform


American politics has become rife with temptation and dependency on special interest groups, who exchange political contributions for a stake in future policies.  As lobbyists increase their investment and stake in key politicians, our elected officials worry that removing the stake would certainly cause irreparable hemorrhage, and would become political suicide.  The cost of political campaigns, even with election reform laws, has become obscene because politicians realize that the most efficient way to reach potential voters is through television advertisements and ten second sound bytes.  The  sector who gains the most from political campaign coffers are the national television conglomerates, who already earn over $80 billion annually from advertisers.  Political backers don't do anything for nothing; there are no free rides in life.  Consequently, elected officials are indebted and essentially bought off by special interest groups, and fell less compelled to represent the diverse and varied interests and viewpoints of any other general public constituency.


Agency chiefs and bureaucratic officials occupy key gate keeping positions, which either prevent or permit policy flexibility and circumvention, or emphasize prosecution.  A wealthy political donor is more likely to get that street light in front of their driveway in a safe and protected exclusive community than entire communities who complain about poor lighting that contributes to higher crime.  Special interest lobbyist also wine and dine key public administrators, because they are in positions to cut the red tape, to make exceptions to the rules, and to overlook potential violations of various codes, ordinances, procedures, and certain laws within their jurisdiction of enforcement.  Influence peddling can become a corruptive enticement for those bureaucrats who feel their pay may not be commensurate with their level of responsibilities, title, and lifestyle needs.

Geo-political Environmental Impact


We humans live on a relatively small planet, when compared to known planets in our solar system (five are larger), such as Venus and Saturn.  We share limited space, breath limited air, and drink limited water.  As our population continues to explode, our collective human and industrial pollution alone is destroying every aspect of our limited biosphere, while causing massive species extinction on the magnitude of millions of species of plants, animals, fish, and bacteria.  Our single homo sapiens sapiens species has single handedly caused the wanton destruction of almost ten million species that had once lived on planet Earth ten thousand years ago, a relatively short geological time.


Nation-states share the world's waterways, oceans, and atmosphere, the actual molecules of which constantly moves across national boundaries and borders.  Human beings' need for possession and land ownership has driven civilizations to clash, the world to go to global war, peoples and nations to rise against one another.  The history of humanity is one of environmental and cultural destruction on massive levels, that has only continued at an accelerated pace during our modern era.  Political jurisdictions and nationalism has carved up the world into destruction zones, with little political will to ameliorate the negative environmental impact of political and economic exploitation.

Economic Trends

The combined European G.D.P. is making substantial gains against the American G.D.P., for a similar combined population of around 300 million, challenging the U.S. for the top economic spot in the world.

Military Development


Israel, and European faction of N.A.T.O., in addition to the British possess formidable advanced weapons and WMDs, including nuclear weapons, that in the aggregate, rival the superiority of America and our most advanced systems.  Russia has always been a nuclear competitor, as China and smaller nuclear nations pose potential future challenges to American military hegemony.


Already, Israel touts the most advanced surface to air missile (SAM). which they demonstrated in the prestigious 2003 International Paris Air Show, which is the annual showcase for jet planes and related military weapons.  The Israelis also boast of their production model tank that is supposedly superior to America's top of the line Abrams tank.  The transfer of American military technology through military contracts, subcontracts and espionage has taken away our weapons systems superiority, as our military increasing depend on foreign companies to manufacture and produce key components used in the assemblage of our most modern high tech weapons systems, planes, armor, uniforms and communications gear.


We should no longer assume that America is capable of winning any and all future military conflicts, as our troops and military assets are spread far and wide in the global policing mission and war on international terrorists.  Our difficulty in fighting protracted urban insurgency underscores the heavy toll in casualties that 21st century warfare entails, due to block to block fighting.  The traditional cut and burn military tactics are not unacceptable to international norms.  We can no longer bomb cities, as we did during most previous wars to kill innocent civilians residing in enemy nations.  Our troops are forced to shoot only after they've been shot at, or are in imminent danger of attack.  This type of warfare places exceptional restraints on our military's ability to execute their missions, and to protect themselves from ambushes and attacks.  Furthermore, the international community would likely insist on war crime trials for any general or President who authorizes a nuclear strike on an enemy or perceived enemy, even after a declaration of war exists.  Consequently, America is expected to take the first blows by our enemies, then to deliver only a measured defensive response that fails to rid our enemy's ability to wage war or terrorism.  This is no way to fight wars!
